A small (☺) note about Moroccan trilobites : a lesson learned by experience  

(gratuitly shared with everyone taking the time to read this) 

When purchasing a trilobite of Moroccan origine, it is important to know that the seller is often unaware from which specific site it actually comes. In the case where you’ll find it cited as coming from “Alnif” or “Erfoud”, more than often it’s where the seller bought the specimen from a shop…although it might actually mean that it was excavated in the neighbourhood of those places.  

Site indications such as “Issoumour”, “Mrakib” or “Ofaten” can be slightly confusing, because it concerns in fact rather large mountain ranges (with a multitude of find places). A case in example : The Djebel Issoumour is an L-shaped mountain range of over 35 km long, sporting a multitude of find sites (such as Bou Did, Lghaft, Jbel Issoumour, an its northern side, and more). On the Djebel Mrakib, you’ll find sites such as Maharch, Jbel Mrakib, Afoudene, and the newest : Eghf Neher…and a lot of times you’ll find specimen coming from “Tafraout” (or Sidi Ali Tafraoute). The Djebel Oufatene sports a specific site known as Taharajat (southern part), but ‘Lafira’ is also on that (north-eastern part of the) mountain range, and there’s a few find places elsewhere as well. 

“Foum Zguid” and “Zagora” (alternately “Fezouata”) are cases wherein a really large area is indicated. In the case of Foum Zguid (a somewhat bigger village in the Tindouf Basin), most of the time the actual find site is on the North side of the Jbel Gara el Zguilma…but there’s at least 4 other sites in the Foum Zguid area (like Jbel Khraid, for instance). “Zagora“, or “Fezouata”…that is a veritable “garbage bin” as far as specific find sites are concerned. You see, Zagora is a rather large village situated in the valley of the Draa River, south (and slightly to the center-east) of most of the find sites in the Fezouata Plains, which are north of (and extending both in western and eastern directions) and outside the valley (mind you, there’s certainly exploitation sites south of the valley as well – I think Ouled Slimane is one case, at least). In the case of getting a “Fezouata” citation, at least there’s an allusion to the formation in which your specimen was found (Fezouata Formation or, in French: Formation des Schistes des Fezouata), but you would have to do some research on the actual possible age of your beastie, as the Fezouata Formation has a Lower and Upper part, the first of Upper Tremadocian age, the latter of Floian age (both Lower Ordovician). But mind you…because on the Fezouata Plains there’s also a small mountain range with much older (Cambrian) sedimentation! 

Other generalisations are “Issafen” (Lower Cambrian in the western part of the Anti-Atlas Mountain Range) and Djebal (or Jbel) Ougnat (Lower Middle Cambrian in the Central Anti-Atlas) 

Ach…and then I didn’t even mention that in many cases of a possible purchase, your seller doesn’t even know (or is simply unaware of its importance…or doesn’t even care…) in which formation, or part thereof, your trilobite was found. Because, you see, at plenty of find sites several ages of rock have been exposed. For instance: at Atchaana (a case in fact which brings me to another “problem” with Moroccan trilobites ☺) there’s two Members (or “Couches”) present, the same goes for “Issoumour”…and so many other cases (at Jbel Gara el Zguilma, there’s even several layers – or “couches” – the oldest of which are Upper Emsian, while the youngest is Pragian of age). 

Let’s talk about “Moroccan Fakes” now. It is true that in olden days, a lot of fake trilobites came out of Morocco! Sometimes they were (plaster, plastic, or resin-based) casts of relatively well-prepped specimens, sometimes composits (and where parts came of trilobites of the same species, that might’ve been acceptable in certain cases, but there’s also been cases where completely “new” trilobites were “discovered”). Now I’m not saying that those practices do NOT continue to this day, but there’s (several) methods to find out at least some of the fakes (just check out the internet to find out more about that). However, in contraction of the persisting reputation which the Moroccan trilobites still have to this date, I feel the need that most of the trilobites that leave the country today are actual works of art! You see, since over 10 years now, the Moroccan Government has invested heavily in getting reliable sources of electricity out to the southern part of the country…and therefore there’s no more need to make these fakes anymore. In fact, maybe in part of the rise of social media in those previously remote places, the Berber people of the south involved with trilobite prepping have learned that there’s more pride in delivering a decent product, than in getting a bad reputation for making so-called profitable fakes. And, goody me, I’m sure those among us having seen preps in “free-flying” mode will totally agree with me that some of the best preppers today…come out of Morocco!!! 

Last but not least…! One has to understand something about Berber/Arab pronunciation! To begin with : when WE see an ‘e’ in a word, the Moroccan will, 9-out-of-10 times, see it and spell it out as an “a”, and the inverse counts for the reading of an ‘a’ (which is thus spelled out as a flat “e”). But confusion doesn’t stop there…since occasionally a certain (Moroccan) person will only have HEARD a certain word (with the, for us, “wrong” spelling), and when that person is forced to write down the word in question, he might do that in the wrong way. Confused so far (? ☺)…rightfully so! And thus here’s a couple of simple examples : Alnif is often pronounced as “Elnif”, occasionally written down that way by Moroccan sellers (or middle-men); Erfoud is prounounced as “Arfoud”…and occasionally one even finds it written down that way on official road signs (I’ve actually seen it)!!! There’s more…when in a word WE read a ‘g’ followed by an ‘h’, this is the Moroccan indication of the throaty vocalisation of “rh” (in which it’s important to also sound that ‘h’!). Now, imagine a Moroccan person, or a person of Moroccan ascendance, residing in Europe…that person may very well have come accustomed to our way of writing, and write the ‘gh’ sound (s)he heard when buying the fossil in Morocco, as simply a “r”. Want more confusion? Here it comes : Moroccan people will write down words the way they feel it should be written, caring less for exactitude of scripture, than for showing pride in actually being able to write! There’s only ONE thing I can say about the whole of that : Let US show RESPECT for the humble abilities of these people…and try to find out for ourselves what’s more important when we buy a new trilobite : the fact that, with some research, we can determine most of the (more or less exact) facts we feel needed to know…or that, in the case of the necessary information lacking completely, we abstenciate ourselves from a possibly too impulsive purchase. That being said, I’ve sinned often enough in the past, and doubt very much that I’ll not sin again (and that not only in the case of trilobites NOT of Moroccan descent ☺). 

In conclusion : when buying a Moroccan trilobite, always TRY to find out specific information such as exact find 

place, formation (possibly even the ‘couche’)…and, if possible, WHERE the seller got it from (this might be an 

indication of the correctness of what he claims to be “good info” – don’t be mad at him…unless you’ve also 

befriended him (and to the Moroccan salesman a friend is like family : you simply do not screw them!!!), he needs 

to sell, seeing you as his next meal ticket!!!)
